These notices shall satisfy the procedural requirements for activities to be undertaken by the City of El Cajon as a Responsible Entity and recipient of Community Development Block Grant Funding. 

REQUEST FOR RELEASE OF FUNDS
On or about April 23, 2026, the City of El Cajon will submit a request to the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) for the release of Community Development Block Grant (CDBG Program) funds under Title I of the Housing and Community Development Act of 1970, as amended, to undertake a project known as Housing Rehabilitation Loan Program (HRLP). The Project is located at 935 S Magnolia Avenue El Cajon, CA 92020 and the HRLP recipient will complete necessary health and safety repairs for the purpose of rehabilitating a single-family residence and improving the quality of the housing unit.  The scope of work will include a complete roof replacement using local building codes, and lead remediation to the house exterior as follows: exterior door, door casing, rafter tails, porch overhang, porch beam, threshold and garage exterior wall (to be demolished and removal of hazardous material), as identified in the lead-based paint inspection/assessment report dated March 16, 2026).      

Estimated project funding is $70,000 and project location is 935 S Magnolia Avenue El Cajon, CA 92020.

PUBLIC COMMENTS
Any individual, group, or agency may submit written comments on the ERR to Jose Dorado, Housing Manager, City of El Cajon, Development Services Department-Housing Division, 200 Civic Center Way, El Cajon, CA 92020. Comments are also welcomed by phone at (619) 441-1710 or via email at jdorado@elcajon.gov. All comments received by April 23, 2026, will be considered by the City of El Cajon prior to authorizing submission of a request for release of funds. Comments should specify which Notice they are addressing.

ENVIRONMENTAL CERTIFICATION
The City of El Cajon certifies to HUD that Noah Alvey, Deputy Director of Development Services, in his capacity as the City’s Certifying Official consents to accept the jurisdiction of the Federal Courts if an action is brought to enforce responsibilities in relation to the environmental review process and that these responsibilities have been satisfied. HUD’s approval of the certification satisfies its responsibilities under NEPA and related laws and authorities and allows the City of El Cajon to use Program funds to provide a Housing Rehabilitation Loan.

OBJECTIONS TO RELEASE OF FUNDS
HUD will accept objections to its release of funds and the City of El Cajon certification for a period of a 15-days days following the anticipated submission date or its actual receipt of the request (whichever is later) only if 
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they are on one of the following bases: (a) the certification was not executed by the Certifying Officer of the City of El Cajon; (b) the City of El Cajon has omitted a step or failed to make a decision or finding required by HUD regulations at 24 CFR part 58; (c) the grant recipient or other participants in the development process have committed funds, incurred costs or undertaken activities not authorized by 24 CFR Part 58 before approval of a release of funds by HUD; or (d) another Federal agency acting pursuant to 40 CFR Part 1504 has submitted a written finding that the project is unsatisfactory from the standpoint of environmental quality. Objections must be prepared and submitted in accordance with the required procedures (24 CFR Part 58, Sec. 58.76) and shall be addressed to HUD:
