Amend the Fiscal Year 2012-13 Budget for the Successor Agency to increase
the Linda Way / Chambers Senior Residences (Line 32) project by $649,568
and the Weiland Development Co (Line 30) by $12,814;

Approve the Amended Recognized Obligation Payment Schedule for the period
January 1, 2013, to June 30, 2013;

Authorize the Chair to execute the approved ROPS for submission to the County
Auditor Controller (“CAC”), the State Department of Finance (DOF), the County
Administrative Officer (“CAQ”), the State Controller's Office (*SCO”), and to post
on the Successor Agency website upon approval by the Oversight Board; and

. Authorize the Successor Agency staff to carry out activities necessary to meet

approved obligations outlined in the ROPS, including re-entering into third party
service agreements for continuation of projects pursuant to City of El Cajon
adopted policies, procedures and practices, in place.

BACKGROUND:

The Oversight Board approved the Recognized Obligation Payment Schedule (‘ROPS”) for
the period January 1, 2013, to June 30, 2013, at its August 15, 2012 meeting. Atthattime,
staff estimated expenditures for all projects for the remaining 6-month period of Fiscal Year
2012-13. However, actual or estimated expenditures will exceed staff estimates and staff is
requesting an amendment to the ROPS for the period of January 1, 2013, to June 30,
2013, to the following amounts:

The “Total Due During Fiscal Year 2012-13” for the Linda Way / Chambers Senior
Residences project (Line 32) has increased by $649,568 as the 49-unit senior project is
ahead of the original construction schedule and staff anticipates all $2,614,866 will be
expended by December 2012.

An increase for the Weiland Development Co. homebuyer loans (Line 30) of $12,814 is
requested to reflect the actual “Total Due During Fiscal Year”, and disbursed through July
2012, versus estimated expenditures.

The Amended ROPS for the period of January 1, 2013, through June 30, 2013, is attached
and must be approved by the Oversight Board and submitted to the CAC, DOF, CAOQO,
SCO, and posted on the Successor Agency’s website.

The Fiscal Year 2012-13 Budget approved by the Oversight Board on August 15, 2012, is
the beginning basis in developing the ROPS. A budget modification and several changes
to the ROPS are proposed, as summarized below:

In conducting its business, the Successor Agency will continue to utilize the policies,
procedures and practices of the City of El Cajon unless or until the Oversight Board
establishes different procedures in the future.

FISCAL IMPACT:

These actions will amend the Fiscal Year 2012-13 Successor Agency budget and approve
the Amended Recognized Obligation Payment Schedule for the period of January 1, 2013,
through June 30, 2013, in the amount of $6,584,083. The ROPS identifies the funding
sources for each obligation and these revisions involve a change to the Low and Moderate
Income Housing Fund (LMIHF) funding source only.

A RESOLUTION APPROVING AN AMENDMENT TO THE
FISCAL YEAR 2012-13 SUCCESSOR AGENCY BUDGET
AND APPROVAL OF THE AMENDED RECOGNIZED
OBLIGATION PAYMENT SCHEDULE FOR THE PERIOD
JANUARY 1, 2013, TO JUNE 30, 2013

WHEREAS, the Oversight Board of the Successor Agency of the former El Cajon
Redevelopment Agency held a regularly scheduled meeting on November 21, 2012, at
which time it considered proposed budget adjustments and an amendment to the
Recognized Obligation Payment Schedule for the period of January 1, 2013, to June 30,
2013; and

WHEREAS, the City of El Cajon as Successor Agency requested a budget
adjustment to the “Total Due During Fiscal Year 2012-13” in the amount of $649,568 to the
Linda Way / Chambers Senior Residences project and $12,814 to the Weiland
Development Co homebuyers project in order to pay costs under an existing Enforceable
Obligation approved by the Department of Finance, thereby increasing the Fiscal Year
2012-13 January-June 2013 Budget from $5,921,701.13 to $6,584,083;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE OVERSIGHT BOARD OF THE
SUCCESSOR AGENCY OF THE FORMER CITY OF EL CAJON REDEVELOPMENT
AGENCY, AS FOLLOWS:

A The Oversight Board finds that:

1. The recitals above are true and correct and have been incorporated herein
by reference.

2. Approval of the amended ROPS is exempt from the California Environmental
Quality Act (CEQA) under Section 15061 (b) (3) (General Rule) of the CEQA
Guidelines because the proposed amendments will not cause a significant
adverse physical change to the environment either directly or indirectly.

B. The Oversight Board hereby APPROVES the budget adjustment of $649,568 to the
Linda Way / Chambers Senior Residences project (Line 32), to be paid with Low
and Moderate Income Housing Funds (LMIHF), and the budget adjustment to the
Weiland Development Co homebuyers project (Line 30) of $12,814 thereby
amending the Fiscal Year 2012-12 January-June 2013 Budget from $5,921,701.13
to $6,584,083.

C. The Oversight Board hereby APPROVES the Amended Recognized Obligation
Payment Schedule for the period of January 1, 2013, to June 30, 2013, in the form
and content attached hereto as Exhibit “A” and incorporated herein by this
reference, subject to any minor conforming, technical, or clarifying changes
